This is the third of many communications on or about LCCC’s Middle States 

institutional reaccreditation process. These ongoing informational nuggets will 

be dropped along with future announcements on our Middle States 

Institutional webpage, Portal Self Study Report working page and many other 

posters, flyers, activities, meetings, webinars and presidential email reminders. 

When does Middle States (MSCHE) re-accreditation take place? 

LCCC has just entered the initial stage of the reaccreditation process. LCCC 

will spend the remainder of 2024 in the Self-Study Institute development phase 

of the reaccreditation process. This means we will taking in guidance and 

instruction from MSCHE (e.g. webinars, seminars, annual meeting) and best 

practices from other institutions currently going through the onsite audit 

phase. In 2025, we will more actively engage in SELF-REVIEW meetings and 

discussions on a written document (i.e. Self-Study Design Document) and work 

to collect evidence to develop a written report (i.e. Self-Study Report). In 2026, 

we will be engaged in PEER REVIEW, actual campus/sites onsite visit, review 

and communication/correspondence to complete our reaccreditation process. 

Where will this take place? 

Reaccreditation may require review and visiting (e.g. onsite and Zoom) with 

everyone associated with LCCC. This includes all our facilities like 

Schnecksville, Tamaqua, Donley, the airport and school districts.

If serious injury or illness occurs on campus, CALL 911. After you call 911, call Public 

Safety at x1169 to inform them you called 911. Public Safety will report to where the injured 

person is until arrival of the ambulance. 

For minor injury or illness, trained personnel should provide basic first aid care. Call 

Public Safety at x1169. All Public Safety officers are trained in first aid and CPR/AEDS. 

No employee shall transport another employee/student to an emergency facility or hospital.
