Registration Is Open for LCCC Summer Sessions online or face-to-face meeting. 

Students who would like to get a head start on their college education can 

sign up for three different summer sessions at LCCC. Two five-week sessions 

and one 10-week session are open to continuing and new LCCC students. 

Many students use the credits they earn in the summer to get ahead in their 

degree program, get a head start or use them to transfer to a university. Sign 

up now for any of the following summer sessions: 

• First five-week option: May 20 to June 26 

• 10-week option: May 20 to August 7 

• Second five-week option: July 8 to August 13 

Classes are offered online, remote and face-to-face at campuses in 

Schnecksville, Allentown and Tamaqua. Students can take courses in art, 

accounting, astronomy, nursing, biology, anatomy and physiology, business, 

chemistry, computers, criminal justice, economics, education, English, 

languages, geography, history, math, music, philosophy, physics, psychology, 

sociology and more. 

Tuition and fees are $183 per credit for students from one of LCCC’s 

sponsoring school districts and $327 per credit for other Pennsylvania 

residents. Schuylkill County residents pay $259.50 a credit, and out-of-state or 

foreign students pay $471 a credit. For classes that start May 20, tuition and 

fees are due April 29 or at the time of registration. For classes that begin July 

8, tuition and fees are due June 17 or at the time of registration. 

New students can apply for admission online at www.lccc.edu . 

Those seeking a degree must complete a placement test, or meet 

requirements for exemption, and meet with an advisor before registering for 

classes. Students can pay online or in person at the Business Office in 

Schnecksville, as well as sites in Tamaqua and Allentown.

Addressing Islamophobia: Dispelling Myths to Break 
Down Barriers 
The J.E.D.I. Center will host Addressing Islamophobia: Dispelling Myths to 

Break Down Barriers, with Dr. Amer F. Ahmed on Wednesday, April 24 from 

9:30 – 11 a.m. on Zoom . (Passcode: 148919) 

The post-9/11 era in the U.S. exposed a significant degree of prejudice and 

bigotry toward Muslim people. More recently, broad vilification of Muslims has 

served political agendas resulting in calls for bans, registries, and other civil 

liberty threats to the lives in Muslims in America. In addition, there have been 

dramatic increases in hate crimes against Muslims due to the toxic climate of 

hateful rhetoric in recent months. Meanwhile, underscored by the shooting of 

three Palestinian-descendent college students in Vermont, there continues to 

be widespread racial profiling, hate crimes, and bullying in the U.S. This 

program will benefit participants interested in learning more about Islam and 

Islamophobia, providing needed context to bridge divides. 

Dr. Amer F. Ahmed is an organizational strategist who helps institutions and 

leaders address diversity and inclusion, equity, race, and intercultural 

development through consulting, coaching, group facilitation, and keynote 

speeches. Throughout his career, Dr. Ahmed has worked with large 

organizations, higher education institutions, nonprofit agencies, schools, and 

community groups to create understanding and change among key 

constituents and institutional leaders. He currently serves as Vice Provost for 

Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion and Chief Diversity Officer at the University of 

Vermont.
